The insect, which has infested trees throughout the
nation, is not a threat to human or animal health but poses a risk to
the community’s ash trees. Infested ash trees can pose a risk to
public safety due to the fact that their branches become

very brittle and can fall on people eag tree at washington st. park and
property.

The City Park, Recreation, and Forestry Department is working with
the DNR funded Southwest Badger Resource Conservation &
Development (RC&D) Council to address the communities infested
ash trees. If you think you have a tree infested by EAB please contact
Brandon Bleuer at Brandon.bleuer@swbadger. org or (608) 304-
6826. He will assist you in determining your next steps of EAB
removal.
